DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

Councillors Hargreaves and Foster declared personal interests at agenda item 14,
Elm Ridge update, as adjacent residents.

MINUTES OF A MEETING OF THE COUNCIL

Resolved: That the Minutes of a meeting of the Council, held on 24™ January
2007, be approved as a correct record, subject to the following line deletion at
Minute No. 06/07/274 (Detention Centre Site). “Councillor Foster had concerns
generally about the manner in which the three matters were being dealt with
discretely”.

MATTERS ARISING

Councillor Foreman gave a report on the progress at Gringley Wharf and pointed
out the display in the hall which members of the public had been invited to view
on Saturday 24™ February. He apologised for the short notice of the availability
of the display, due to circumstances beyond his control, but that it would be
available to view in the school for a while longer. He explained that it was to be
a simple scheme, and that moorings would not be supported. He reported that
50% of the site would be largely undisturbed as meadow with wild flowers and a
tidy area paved with old cobbles and including a picnic table and rustic seating.
£20,000 had already been awarded in the form of grant and that apart from
minimal grass cutting maintenance in the summer, there was to be no cost to the
Parish Council. '

Councillor Foster stated that in her opinion the consultation was insufficient and
not as agreed in previous minutes. Councillor Chambers commented on the
apparent poor quality of the leaflets distributed. It was resolved by 7 votes for and
2 abstentions (Councillors Foster and Chambers) to form a committee to co-
ordinate the scheme and progress the project in the style proposed. The
committee to comprise Councillors Foreman, Taylor, Hilton, Hargreaves and a
member of the public, Mrs. Rusling.
