sues, but it is important 
 

M ay 2010 will see the local Parish 
Council elections and this may seem 
a long way off.  The time will soon 
be upon us however and we would 

like to ask residents to consider if they are the sort 
of person who would benefit the community by 
standing as a Parish Councillor. 
There are nine seats on Gringley on the Hill Parish 
Council and you must comply with one of the fol-
lowing requirements:  
· Be a local government elector for Gringley 

on the Hill.  
· Have during the whole of the preceding 12 

months occupied as tenant or owner any 
land or other premises in Gringley on the 
Hill  

· Have your principal or only place of work in 
the preceding 12 months in Gringley on the 
Hill  

· Have resided either in the Parish of Gringley 
on the Hill or within 3 miles of it during the 
whole of the preceding 12 months  

 
There are also certain disqualifications, of which 
the main ones are:  
 
· Holding a paid job at Gringley on the Hill 

Parish Council  
· Bankruptcy  
· Having been sentenced to a term of impris-

onment of not less than three months during 
the preceding five years  

· Being disqualified under any enactment re-
lating to corrupt or illegal practices 
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
